National currency

Bulgarian national currency is the LEV,
which is subdivided into 100 stotinki. The
official exchange rate of the Euro is fixed
and is 1 Euro = 1.95583 levs. Banks and
exchange bureaux have their own ex-
change rates.

Money can be exchanged in banks
and exchange offices. Before doing so,
please check the rate and ask if there is
a commission.
